RUSSIAN STATE SPECIALIZED ACADEMY OF ARTS
CELEBRATES ITS ANNIVERSARY

The first inclusive educational institutions in Russia appeared in the 1990s. These were
created as part of the “Integration of Persons with Disabilities” project. Eleven regions of the
country set up pilot schemes to provide integrated education for children with disabilities.

New knowledge required new opportunities, including the establishment of a chain of
continuous professional education. In this regard, the State Specialized Institute of Arts (now the
Russian State Specialized Academy of Arts — RSSAA) is extremely important. Founded in 1990,
it became a new phenomenon in Russian higher education and plays a major role in the cultural
development of children and adolescents with disabilities.

The history of this unique Russian university began 35 years ago with the creation of the
All-Union Center for Creative Rehabilitation of Disabled People, which was later renamed the
Russian International Center for Creative Rehabilitation of Disabled People, and then the State
Specialized Institute of Arts. Since 2014, the Russian creative and educational communities have
known it by its current name, RSSAA.

Despite repeated renaming, the university’s key goal has remained consistent since its
inception to the present — to provide gifted young people with disabilities with a chance to receive
affordable and at the same time high-quality higher education in fields such as music, theatre,
painting, musical sound engineering.

Today, RSSAA is not only an inclusive university, but also a modern educational center in
which several promising areas are developing dynamically. RSSAA’s structure includes the Center
for Continuing Education, which trains specialists for cultural institutions across the country. We
have elaborated on and implemented professional development programs in areas relevant to
inclusive education, such as audio description. RSSAA has also opened a Prototyping Center where
classes are held using VR technologies and unique tactile models are produced for the visually
impaired. These models are in high demand in Russian museums. The Russian Educational and
Methodological Center, which operates within our academy, has created a repository of valuable
pedagogical practices that we share with teachers from educational institutions across Russia.
Our Inclusive Creative Laboratories Project Office, which already brings together 133 laboratories
across the country, increases its potential every year. In this way, we are meeting many urgent
needs in the field of inclusive education and consistently building a unified educational system.

In this issue, we offer readers a look at the history and development of the RSSAA through
the achievements of its founders, management, teachers, students and graduates, as well as the
successes of its faculties, departments and other divisions. We will try to tell about those who help
students with and without special needs to obtain a high-quality, competitive higher education in
culture and art, and achieve successful professional fulfillment.

I can responsibly state that our Academy’s history is a glorious chapter not only in the history
of Russian higher education, but also in the history of our country, as the training of highly
qualified art specialists ensures the development of both the industry and the state as a whole.
Congratulations to all those who have worked or studied at the Russian State Specialized Academy
of Arts, and to all those who currently do so, on the 35th anniversary of our beloved university!
